ADDITIONAL INFORMATION

Effective Fall 2005, the CSU requires completion of a minimum of 60 transferable
units for junior standing for students not eligible for admission to CSU from high
school. LBCC courses numbered 1-99 will transfer to all CSU campuses.

As part of the 60 units, 30 units of General Education must be completed,
including the Golden Four (Areas A1, A2, A3, and B4). The Golden Four must be
completed with a grade of C, P, or better for admissions purposes.

A maximum of 70 transferable semester units earned at a California community
college will be accepted by a CSU toward a Bachelor’s Degree.

Generally, a 2.0 overall G.PA. in CSU transferable units (LBCC courses numbered
1-99) is the required minimum. Certain impacted/popular majors and universities
may require a higher G.PA. (See a LBCC counselor formore information.)

CERTIFICATION
Certification is the process whereby Long Beach City College approves low-
er-division general education course work for CSU transfer. Only courses taken
from approved lists are eligible for certification for CSU GE-Breadth. When a
transcript is certified by LBCC, it is marked to indicate that the lower-division
general education requirements for CSU have been met. Completion of the
full 39 unit pattern is recommended. With permission of the CSU, students
may transfer to a CSU and return to LBCC to complete classes for certification.
Students must see a counselor to use non-LBCC courses on this plan.
