MATHEMATICS: A qualifying score onthe LBCC Assessment Test or successful completion of a math
course at the level of Math 110, 220 or higher. An SAT | Math Score of 520 (500 for SAT Math exams
taken prior to April 1995), or an ACT Math Score of 14 will also fulfill the requirement.

WRITING: Fulfill requirements of ENGLISH COMPOSITION section above.

READING:

O Qualification through multiple LBCC assessment measures OR

OFOR ADMISSION: The CSU system recommends comple-
tion of 60 units for junior standing. Generally, a minimum
of 56 transferable units is required for those students not
eligible for admission to CSU from high school.
