GRADUATION PROFICIENCY REQUIREMENTS

(J- MATHEMATICS: Successful completion with a grade “C" or higher in a college math course

at the level of MATH 120 or 130 or 130A or 140 or 115 or higher OR transcript verified competion

with a grade of “C" or higher in a high school Math class at the level of Intermediate Algebra. - INFORMATION COMPETENCY REQUIREMENT: Information Competency is the ability
to find, evaluate, use and communicate information in all its various formats. It combines
aspects of library literacy, research methods and technology proficiency. Students must
complete ONE course from INFORMATION and ONE course from TECHNOLOGY (courses
MUST be completed with a grade of “C",“P” or higher):

(- READING-- Proficiency may be achieved by satisfying one of the followiing:
a. A qualifying placement through LBCC multiple assessment measures.
b. A passing grade of a C, P, or higher in READ 82, 83 or 182AX at LBCC (Courses taken at other col-
leges may be individually reviewed for equivalency by Reading Department Chair.)

AREA REQUIREMENTS
